 If you have a child you would like baptized, visit https://www.st-matts.org/sacrament-of-baptism/, follow the instructions 
there, and complete the baptism registration form and submit it to the St. Matthew parish office. The baptism class at Our 
Lady of Guadalupe requires registration a week in advance, so call 651-224-9793 and talk to Linda Rivera Monday-Friday 
between 9 and 1 to register. After those steps are completed, then we schedule your family for baptism, which is held 
during Mass on the first weekend of the month. If you have children making First Communion in the next year or two who 
have not been baptized, it is important to begin taking steps now for their baptism. Perhaps you would like to consider 
baptizing now during the summer months rather than the busier school months...something to think about.
