How did a youth minister in Iowa choose to contact a parish on the West Side of St. Paul, wondering if 

we could use some help with any jobs? Within an hour it was decided to invite the youth group to help with our painting project. I 

called Mr. Gardner and  he was as happy to know we had work for them, as we were to invite his group. I then asked how he had 

decided to contact St. Matthews. He told me that he had a friend who was from the West Side and she had grown up in  St. Mat-

thew’s parish. He googled our website, read our bulletin, noticed the Volunteer Opportunities column, and sent us an email.  �

It was decided that the youth group from St. Ludmila Church in Cedar Rapids, IA would paint our church doors on Thursday and 

Friday, July 26 & 27. The plan was for them to work 2 1/2 hours each afternoon. In addition, St. Matthew parishioners Tim Dalzell 

and Charley Andersen worked along with them. When they finished their 2 1/2 hour shift on Friday there were still 2 doors left to 

paint. Bob Gardner then said, “We offered to paint all the church doors and we’ll stay until they are finished!”�

As parishioners arrived for the 4pm Mass that Saturday they could smell the fresh paint and admire the freshly painted BROWN 

church doors. We as a parish are thankful that the Holy Spirit guided them to St. Matthew’s. We offer our most profound gratitude to
