Stewardship Bulletin Reflection 
Today’s readings on this fourth Sunday of Easter offer us a glimpse into the heart of our loving Savior. He is the Good Shep-
herd and we can confidently place our trust in Him as we live the stewardship way of life. 

This endearing image of Jesus as shepherd, and His personal love for each one of us, is described in our Gospel passage 
from John, through the words of Jesus Himself. Here we read Jesus’ description of Himself as the “Good Shepherd.” He 
says of Himself, “The sheep hear his voice, as the shepherd calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he has 
driven out all his own, he walks ahead of them and the sheep follow him, because they recognize his voice.” 

This aspect of our Lord’s tender and personal love for each one of us is a compelling reason to embrace the stewardship 
way of life — in the offering of our time, talent and treasure to Him, we can express our gratitude to Him for the incompre-
hensible love He has for us.  

Embracing this way of life certainly requires trust on our part. But Christ has proven Himself worthy of our trust. He “bore our 
sins in His body.” He calls Himself our shepherd and He offers Himself as the guardian of our souls. He has withheld nothing 
of Himself and His goodness from us. He would never ask anything of us that would bring us harm. He tells us “I came so 
that [you] might have life and have it more abundantly.”  

This Easter season, let us resolve to entrust ourselves and our lives gratefully to Him.

PAYROLL PROTECTION PLAN 
The staff at BankCherokee helped us get the loans offered 
as part of the first stimulus package.  [In fact, we received 
confirmation of our loan the day it was announced that there 
were no more funds available.] 
The interest rate is 1% and the loan will be forgiven providing 
we spend the money on approved items--payroll, mortgage, 
and utilities. 
We have a very small paid staff so the amount was not large, 
but it was equal to 2.5 times the average monthly payroll for 
2019.  This will allow us to keep all employees on the payroll 
until at least July 1. 

MORTGAGE PAYMENTS 
We have been granted the opportunity to reduce our 
mortgage payment to 'interest only' for the next three months, 
with the possibility of extending that for another four 
months.  We will be able to reduce our monthly payment from 
about $9,500 to about $3,000.  When we resume 
full payments those will be about $50 greater than the current 
amount.  The later change is because the term of the loan 
will not change. 
Please recall that there was a $1M mortgage taken to install 
an elevator in the school building [$800K] and replace the 
boilers as well as put a separate boiler in the parish center 
[$200K].  Payments on both will continue for six years 
[5/1/2026 is last full payment].  Thereafter there will be a 
small monthly payment [$1400] for the boiler part...until 
5/1/2036.   

ANNIVERSARY OF THE “NEW” CHURCH 
Friday, May 1, marked the 50th anniversary of the first Mass 
in the new building.  That was just 24 months after the fire 
had destroyed the old Church--Easter Monday, 1968.  Had 
we been able to be together we would have had some food 
and drink this weekend to celebrate the occasion.  Instead, 
we invite you "lift one" in memory of that occasion and in 
appreciation of the wisdom of the parish leaders to create a 
space that works very well for Mass and well for other events 
as well.

PARISH OFFICE CLOSED - MASSES CANCELED

this situation and will keep the parish apprised of all deci-
sions.
