1 – 2:30 p.m. 2nd & 4th Wednesdays.  
August 26, September 9 & 23 and October 14. 
THINGS TO KNOW:  
•   Open to St. Paul residents and Neighborhood House participants. 
•   You can walk up or drive to the distribution. 
•   We will require everyone to stay at least 6 feet away from other people during the event to ensure safety. Please wear   

a mask. 
•   Bring your own carts or bags if you are walking. If you are driving stay in your car – produce/goods will be brought to 

you. 
•   You can come to each event. No requirements are necessary to attend. 
•   If this isn’t a service you need, perhaps you have neighbors, relatives or friends who can benefit from this
