Stimulus/Economic Impact Payments?

Most Americans will receive a $1,200 Economic Impact Payment
(“Stimulus”) automatically. However, thousands of very
low-income people who don't file federal tax returns and don’t get
federal benefits can’t get their Economic Impact Payments
automatically. They will have to complete an online form at the
Internal Revenue Service (IRS) website
