You know how much we love to gather as a community at our
annual Fall Festival. This year we feel responsible to help flatten the
coronavirus curve and keep everyone safe. To do this, we have
cancelled the Fall Festival and the annual Fix-lt-Dinner fund raiser. The
good news is that the Catholic Order of Foresters has generously
offered matching funds of up to $1,500 for the Fix-lt-Dinner.

$11,000 from our annual festival. To cover this shortfall, we have a new
idea.

Even though we are cancelling these events, there is a way for you to
win cash and continue to support Saint Matthew's.
