SACRAMENTS FOR THOSE IN HEALTH CARE FACILITIES

As of August 29, the Minnesota Department of Health is now allowing health care facilities that have not had an active case of COVID-
19 in the past 28 days to transition to “Phase II,” allowing even non-essential personnel to visit. Some facilities are now permitting
Holy Communion and pastoral care on a more regular basis.

As Catholics, we know that these soul-enriching efforts are important for our well-being. If you have a loved one in a health care facility,
you may wish to call the facility to ask if they have entered Phase Il and, if so, what steps you might be able to take so your loved one
can receive the sacraments and other pastoral care. Please always observe each facility’s own particular hygienic requirements.

Please pray for all of our Catholic brothers and sisters who have been isolated or away from the sacraments. May we all, though
Christ, be instrumental in our collective physical and spiritual healing.
