RECORDING AND BROADCASTING MASS from ST MATT’S
As is the case with many things, when we do not know the inner workings, it seems like the job is quite simple and straightforward.

The video work that Alan Christensen does is probably regarded in the same light by most of us who are not into video recordings and
broadcast. Most of us might notice that at times the audio is not perfectly in sync with the video.

| have learned: this is a latency issue. The lag between video and audio is measured in mille seconds. Alan told me that the problem
arises when there are more folks in church, almost all with iPhones or Androids. And what makes a difference is if the phones are on
or not. Almost everyone who attends puts their phone on “mute” so there are no distracting ring tones. But that is not the same as
turning them off.

Rather than asking everyone to turn their phones off, to address this, Alan is going to use a physical cable between the one camera
that lags and his operating headquarters at his iPad station.

We continue to appreciate and thank Alan for his expertise, his patience, his equipment and his ability to address problems that arise
during Mass. .

CHRISTMAS LIGHT SHOW UPON CATHEDRAL OF SAINT PAUL

December 17-19, 6-9 p.m. at the Cathedral of Saint Paul, 239 Selby Ave., Saint Paul

Cathedral llluminated: The manger is a drive-along event, using the Cathedral of Saint Paul as a canvas on which to tell the story of
Christmas. This large-scale light and sound projection marks the U.S. debut by award-winning British company, Luxmuralis.

The show, offered without charge by the Cathedral Heritage Foundation as its gift to the Twin Cities community, runs 12 minutes and
will be shown on a continuous loop on the front of the Cathedral. Officers from the Saint Paul Police Department will direct traffic one-
way heading north along Summit Ave. and allow vehicles to stop temporarily in front of the Cathedral to watch the show. Spectators

must remain in their vehicles to comply with Minnesota Governor Walz’s executive order. The public should not walk to this
event or attend outside a motor vehicle.

Cathedral llluminated will also be streamed live on the Cathedral Heritage Foundation’s Facebook page to allow viewers near, far, and
around the globe, to experience the monumental art display shone upon the country’s fifth-largest
cathedral. cathedralheritagefoundation.org.
