PPP LOAN PROCESS COMPLETED 
You may recall that in April Saint Matthew's applied for, and was granted, a loan as part of the federal stimulus package. Our loan was 
for $30,100; that was determined by a multiple of the amount of salaries averaged over a period of time. The loan had an interest rate 
of one percent.  It would be forgiven if the money was spent in the areas of salaries, etc. We received confirmation from Bankcherokee 
that the loan has been completely forgiven.  This is great news and it has allowed us to keep a bit more money in reserve for the very 
high utility costs this winter.
