This young man began “Blessing Bags as small child 
and student at Community of Saints Regional Catholic 
School. Why? Because he was so concerned for the 
homeless people he saw each day. They were cold, 
they didn’t have hats, scarves, warm mittens or basic 
necessities such as tooth brushes and tooth paste.
