May 1
st
 is International Labor Day. Throughout the world 

people celebrate the gift and value of work. 

In light of that, on May 1
st
 the Church celebrates the Feast of 

Saint Joseph the Worker.  

Since 1881, and Pope Leo XIII’s encyclical letter, On the 
Condition of Human Labor, the Church has celebrated the 
worker and work and one’s right to work. 

This letter of Pope Leo was the impetus for the vocation of a 
young boy in Vermillion, Minnesota, John A. Ryan (1886-
1945). 

John became a priest of our Archdiocese and later a teacher 
at the Catholic University of America. His brother Lawrence 
became pastor of the Saint Paul Cathedral. 

John relentlessly promoted the rights of workers. He 
became a close friend of Frances Perkins, the Secretary of 
Labor for FDR. Through this friendship John was able to 
influence and participate in the creation of the outcome of 
the New Deal – the National Labor Relations Board, the 
Child Labor Laws, the right to unionize, the Living Wage, the 
Forty-hour workweek, the solidifying of Social Security, and 
so much more. 

He became known as “The Right Reverend New Dealer”. All 
of these accomplishments were the working out of the 
implications of Pope Leo’s letter, On the Condition of Human 
Labor. 

John Ryan’s efforts contributed to the security and 
prosperity of working families. US workers achieved the right 
to participate with management is negotiating fair and just 
wages and working conditions. 

My father was a member of the International Typographical 
Union, so supper conversation was often on “that great John 
A. Ryan”. 

Pray this week that all people might have the right to work 
and use their God given talents for their good and the good 
of others.

MAY 2 MEETING - WEST SIDE COMMUNITY 
COLLABORATION PROJECT 
I wrote last week about a collaborative public meeting for all 
interested West Siders, to be hosted by St. Matt’s. We’re 
inviting many people and organizations from our West Side 
community. In this respect, we’re following St. Matt’s rich 
history as a Catholic community visibly expressing God’s 
love. We’re also following the teachings of the Acts of the 
Apostles and the Second Vatican Council: listen. Listen to 
everyone. Listen before acting. 

In preparation for May 2, and at the meeting itself, we’re 
asking three major questions: 

1. Based on your experience and your organization’s 
work, what do you think are the top three needs of the 
West Side Community? 

2. What resources do we currently have to address 
those needs? 

3. What additional resources do we need?

FACILITIES NEWS, PROXIES* 
Our recent proxy requests* to the Archdiocese have been 
approved, so we’re moving forward with repairs to the 
school elevator, a school roof replacement, and 
replacement of the main electric panel. After additional 
research in the next several weeks, we’ll submit a proxy 
request for a solar installation. 

*Capital projects that cost more than $25,000 must be 
approved by our parish’s corporate board. The five 
members are the Archbishop, the Vicar General of the 
Archdiocese, our Parochial Administrator (Fr. Antony 
Skaria), and our trustees: John Del Vecchio and Karen 
Thompson. Parishes submit a proxy request to 
Archdiocesan officials, so that our Parochial Administrator 
can vote by proxy on behalf of the Archbishop and the Vicar 
General.
