There
are many empty spaces in my appoint book. | have
more time to reflect.

Early in my life as a priest, Father John Malone and |
had the pleasure of working with Fr. Fred Mertz. Fred
could never keep his schedule straight, he never
carried an appointment book and trusted all to
memory. John and | had to remind him regularly of
where he was expected to be. After Fred retired, | went
to breakfast with him and we decided on a future event
we would attend. Fred reached into his breast pocket
and drew out an appointment calendar. | said, “Fred,
you never had an appointment book before, why do
you have one now that you are retired?” He answered,
“Before it was always somebody else’s time and
agenda. Now it is my time, and that is important.”

| realize that | don’t need most of the stuff | have
collected in life. It is time to prune, time to pitch and
toss, time to simplify. It is time to shed distractions and
allow for fewer encumbrances.

The shedding of the "stuff” is cleansing, freeing, like
taking in fresh air.

We learn to enjoy and celebrate the temporary, while
holding firmly only to the permanent.

This cleansing allows for a clearer vision of life; the
chance to look at life and the meaning of the events of
life from the point of view of history, from the
mountaintop.

Romano Guardini writes: “In old age something special
happens to reality. Its hardness is softened by the
experience of change. The view of things widens out.
Toward the end the whole comes again into view. In
autumn when the leaves fall from the trees, the view
expands and one is conscious of a wide space.”

NATIONAL NIGHT OUT (NNO)

On Tuesday, August 1, St. Matt’s hosted its second
annual neighborhood get-together. Over the course of
a couple of hours, many friends and neighbors stopped
by to greet, meet and eat.

Thank you to everyone who helped make the evening
such a success! (I’'m thinking especially of bubbles and
sidewalk chalk for the kids.)

Near the end of the evening, we were visited by
firefighters and police officers. The fire department
showed up to check out a fire alarm in the school
building. We learned that some kids had broken a
window in the school, messed around, and pulled the
alarm. (School personnel are working with police, as
there’s a video record of the intruders.)

At the same time, two police officers stopped by as
part of NNO. (Note that one of the original reasons for
NNOs was to improve neighborhood safety.) We
consulted with the officers about a recent intrusion in
the Parish Center building. No window was broken, but
an air conditioner was damaged. As with the school
building, there was some messing around. Fortunately,
there was no substantial damage. And, no one was
hurt in either case.

We learned from the police officers that “urban
explorers” are a thing these days. Apparently, some
young people find adventure in trespassing. I'm
saddened. There are far better ways to spend time,
e.g., by helping people instead of breaking and
entering.

I’'m glad that we’ll be installing cameras soon, as well
as a door access system. In the meantime, we’ve
taken to keeping the Parish Center’s front door locked.
(If visiting, please ring the bell.)
