                                                  “THANK!YOU,	GOD!”�

! I	think	it	is	an	interesting	fact	about	human	life	that	in	most	American	families	we	

begin	to	teach	children	how	to	say	the	magic	words	“Please”	and	“Thank!you”	soon	after	

they	 begin	 to	 talk.	 I	 have	 seen	 some	 parents	 who	 will	 not	 give	 their	 child	 a	 sippy	 cup	

before	the	child	says	“Please.”	and	I	have	seen	parents	who	will	not	release	their	hold	on	

a	sippy	cup	before	their	child	says	“Thank!you.”	I	think	most	adults	have	a	concern	about	

teaching	children	how	to	be	courteous	and	well!mannered.	But	I	am	not	so	sure	that	we	have	always	helped	

our	children	or	ourselves	to	understand	what	is	behind	the	words	“Thank!you.”		� 	�

� The	philosopher,	Daniel	Bader,	writes	“The	word	“Thank!you”	indicates	that	a	gift	given	is	a	free	gift.	

That	what	is	done	or	given	is	not	done	by	any	obligation.	Therefore,	when	we	say	‘thank	you’,	we	are	saying	

that	the	gift	is	being	given	at	the	pleasure	of	the	giver	and	not	on	a	demand	from	the	receiver.	It	is	a	mark	

that	the	gift	is	not	a	required	gift.	It	is	something	given	out	of	love	and	concern.	“�

In	his	First	Letter	to	the	Corinthians		and	in	his	letters	to	the	Romans	and	to	the	Ephesians	as	well,	St.	

Paul	urges	his	communities	to	recognize	the	spiritual	gifts	that	God	has	given	to	each	of	them	and	in	return	

to	give	thanks	to	God.	Their	“Thank!you”	is	not	to	be	spoken	but	to	be	lived	out	by	using	the	gifts	 for	the	

bene-it	of	the	whole	community.	�

St.	Athanasius	writes	that	we	should	think	of	our	community	as	a	choir	of	many	singers.	The	leader	

of	 the	 community	 is	 like	 the	 choir	 director;	 the	 gifted	 members	 of	 the	 community	 are	 like	 the	 variety	 of	

singers.	There	are	old	voices,	middle	age	voices,	and	young	voices.	Some	people	can	sing	in	only	one	octave	

while	others	can	sing	in	two.	Some	community	members	don’t	have	singing	voice	but	their	-ingers	can	give	

voice	to	one	or	more	musical	instruments.	The	members	the	community	who	don’t	have	the	gift	of	singing	

or	the	gift	of	playing	a	musical	instrument,	are	like	patrons	who	support	the	choir	and	musicians	with	their	

attendance	and	their	attentive	listening.	They	receive	the	bene-its	of	the	music	that	is	played	and	sung.				�

From	the	letters	of	Paul	and	writings	of	Athanasius	we	learn	the	four	qualities	of	a	spiritual	gift:	A	

spiritual	 gift	 has	 a	 servant	 motive.	 I	 am	 called	 to	 a	 speci-ic	 community,	 faith	 sharing	 group,	 and	 parish	

because	I	have	a	gift.	A	spiritual	gift	has	a	stewardship	motive.	I	am	called	because	the	gift	 I	have	is	to	be	

used	not	for	my	own	sake	but	for	the	sake	of	my	community.	A	spiritual	gift	is	shared	in	sacred	worship.	I	

am	 called	 to	 give	 God	 glory	 and	 honor	 through	 the	 use	 of	 my	 gift.	 A	 spiritual	 gift	 is	 offered	 through	 the	

strength	that	God	supplies.	I	only	can	answer	the	call	to	use	my	gift	because	God’s	power	makes	it	possible.	�

� Because	my	strongest	gifts	are	not	in	parish	administration	and	my	hours	at	St.	Matthew	are	limited,	

John	 Riehle	 will	 be	 returning	 to	 the	 Church	 of	 St.	 Matthew	 on	 January	 3	 to	 become	 our	 pastoral	

administrator.	Many	of	you	already	know	John	from	his	previous	ministry	here	and	the	many	gifts	that	John	

will	 bring	 with	 him.	 I	 believe	 we	 are	 fortunate	 and	 blessed	 that	 John	 will	 help	 us	 during	 this	 transition	

period.	Information	about	John	will	be	in	next	Sunday’s	bulletin.			�
