WHAT’S IN A NAME?

For the Second Sunday in Ordinary Time, the gospel reading is taken from the words of John
the Evangelist and are about John the Baptist. So | have to ask the familiar question that
Juliet asked Romeo in Shakespeare’s familiar play Romeo and Juliet, “What’s in a name, that
which we call a rose by any other name would smell as sweet?” But not everybody would
agree with me.
h In biblical times and even in many African cultures today, personal names function the way

business names do. They try to express what the bearer of the name stands for. For example,

when Simon Peter shows that he could be a reliable leader of the apostles, Jesus gives him the name “Rock.”

When the sons of Zebedee, James and John, beg Jesus to call down lightning from heaven to burn up Samaritan
villages, they get the name “The Sons of Thunder.” In biblical times, names revealed and expressed the essential
character and even the destiny of the person who was given the name.

In some cases in the Old Testament, the change God made in a name did not immediately result in a life
change. When God changed Abram's name to "Abraham" and Sarai’'s name to Sarah, it seemed highly unlikely
that this childless couple who were in their 90’s would ever become what their new names implied. But God
apparently names people as though the meaning is already true, then through life experiences and divine grace,
God proceeds to change people and enables them fulfill their name.

The name John means “God is gracious.” The naming of John the Baptist signals a new beginning in the
scriptures, sort of an imaginary line that separates the Old Testament from the New Testament. Notice, God
named John before his birth in a vision to Zechariah but it was mother Elizabeth who officially proclaimed the
name for the first time. At the time of Jesus, a woman would never name her child. That a name was given to
John before his birth, proclaimed by his mother, and affirmed by his father after his birth shows that God is
inviting human beings into a new and closer relationship where individuals and not their roles in life are what is
important.

The words that the Prophet Isaiah speaks about himself apply equally to John the Baptist, John the
Evangelist, as well as to us: “The Lord called me from birth from my mother's womb God gave me my name” (Isai
49:1). Because of the births of John the Baptist, John the Evangelist, and our own, we can know that God has a
purpose for us and the challenge of life is to discover this purpose and to be faithful as best we can to its many
demands. We can celebrate John the Baptist, John the Evangelist, as well as ourselves not just because God
calls us to a specific vocation but because we try to walk faithfully in the vocation to which we are called.
